Position Purpose
[bookmark: _Hlk136345314]The purpose of the role is to manage the staff, site and captive animal population of the department’s wildlife management facility for the Orange bellied Parrot.  
Major Duties
· [bookmark: _Hlk136345364]Manage the daily activities at the Department’s Hobart Wildlife Management facility. Supervise the Orange bellied Parrot program staff, including performance management reviews, rostering, leave management, timesheets, and reporting.
· Ensure high standards of animal husbandry, including welfare and biosecurity, are maintained through the training of staff and implementation and continuous improvement of contemporary and best practise husbandry and breeding procedures.   
· Improve and maintain the Wildlife Management facility infrastructure, equipment and other resources to a high standard, including ensuring all relevant standards required to maintain necessary Zoo and Aquarium Association accreditation are met and able to be audited.
· Ensure the timely collection, quality assurance and compilation of relevant records on a regular basis (including Zoological Information Management System records) for all animals held at the Wildlife Management facility. Develop a thorough understanding of relevant databases and data filing systems and provide training and advice to other staff to ensure accurate and meaningful analyses and reporting to meet Program requirements.
· In consultation with the Supervisor, liaise and communicate effectively within the Department, Captive Management Group, Zoo and Aquarium Association, Recovery Teams, other key stakeholders.
· Perform any other assigned duties at the classification level that are within the employee’s competence and training.
Responsibility, Decision Making and Direction

· ensuring guidelines, systems and processes are applied appropriately to integrate related activities to meet specified objectives;
· providing options and recommendations to resolve complex operational issues and/or improve operational effectiveness;
· ensuring advice, recommendations and decisions support specified service delivery and program outcomes; where supervision in involved, and
· ensuring a safe working environment by complying with relevant Work Health and Safety (WHS) legislation, codes of practice and policies, procedures and guidelines issued under the Department’s WHS Management System.
The decision making and direction received in relation to the role are that:
· general direction is provided to achieve the required outcomes as operational guidelines, systems and processes are well understood.  Policies, rules and regulations provide a framework for decision-making in undertaking and integrating the relevant activities of the work area; and
· the occupant is expected to exercise judgement and initiative whilst undertaking the duties of the position.  
Knowledge, Skills and Experience (Selection Criteria)
1. [bookmark: _Hlk136345424]Well-developed knowledge, experience and expertise in applying the principles of conservation breeding programs, including genetic and demographic management, captive management, banding and breeding of birds (preferably parrots) and mammals (preferably dasyurids). 
2. [bookmark: _Hlk77932697]Proven experience in handling, maintaining and assembling field and safety equipment and infrastructure applicable to wildlife conservation programs, including the ability to organise and undertake remote area fieldwork and, data management and an associated knowledge of relevant work, health and safety practices.
3. The ability to supervise and coordinate staff and the ability to instruct, guide and mentor less experienced staff and to make decisions on operational performance including demonstrated ability to manage workflows and to work independently and to contribute as a member of a team.
4. Highly regarded or highly developed communication and interpersonal skills including liaison, negotiation and conflict resolution skills, the ability to prepare written reports that are clear, accurate and concise and in accordance with administrative procedures.
5. The ability to exercise judgement in the application of policies, rules and regulations and to apply specialised expertise to resolve complex operational issues OR compiling, analysing and evaluating complex and unrelated information to maintain and modify operational performance and service delivery
6. Good organisational skills to enable the coordination and management of a variety of tasks at the same time and the planning and accurate completion of tasks within pre-determined time frames.
